3. Read the following passage carefully and answer the questions that follow.

In Tanzania all people over 18 years can vote as long as they are registered and they are not disqualified. Those who are not permitted to vote include certain criminals and people with severe mental illness or mental retardation.

In order for election to be free and fair, it has to be democratic. This requires an election to be competitive, periodic, inclusive, definitive and not limited to selecting the candidates.

Elections are competitive when many political parties compete for vacant seats for council, parliament or presidency. There should be freedom to move, to assemble and to make speech. Elections are periodic in the sense that elections are usually held at prescribed interval; in Tanzania this occurs after every five years.
Democratic elections are inclusive in the sense that the right to vote must be exercised by a large proportion of the adult population and elections are definitive means that those elected hold the reins of power and not symbolic leaders.

Before elections campaign activities are designed to win votes for certain candidates or parties. In Tanzania candidates are members of political parties. The national leaders of each political party make speeches and a policy document or manifesto is published, setting out party policies. Local branches of each party have campaign committees to organize activities. Television, newspaper and radios play a major role in modern election campaigns.
